Ground floor ring. Toilets are available. Park on 

Church lane next to the church. Please do not park on

2:30- 3.30 Snaith St Lawrence (8 bells, 12cwt) 
Upstairs ring. This church doesn’t have toilets. Parking is 

available outside the church, or the brewers arms is a 5 

minute walk away. 

 

4:00- 5:00 Howden Minster church of St Peter (8 

bells, 22-1-3cwt) 
Upstairs ring. Parking available off Pinfold Street by the 

Minster

Humber Bridge to Hemingborough: Leave the M62 at Junction 37 towards Selby. Go right at the 1st 

roundabout (2nd exit), then left at the 2nd (1st exit) on to the A614 towards Goole. Take the 1st Sharp 

right onto Buttfield Road, then turn left onto Boothgate. Turn left onto the B1228 Knedlington road, 

then turn right onto Barnhill Lane towards A63. Follow the A63 for 4 miles towards Selby. At 

Hemingborough, turn left onto School Road sign posted Village Centre towards the Church. 

 

Hemingborough to Selby: Continue along the A63 for 3 miles. Turn left at the 1st Roundabout (1st 

exit), then right at the 2nd (3rd exit) onto the A19 towards the Town Centre. Cross the next 

Roundabout (1st exit), then after crossing the Swing bridge, turn right onto Water Hill Lane towards 

Micklegate car park. 

 

Selby to Carlton: Continue back along Water Hill lane, turn right onto the A19, then turn left onto 

the A1041 towards Snaith. Follow the road to Carlton, Crossing all 3 roundabouts (leaving at the 2nd 

exit). 

 

Carlton to Snaith: Continue towards Snaith. Go right at the mini roundabout (2nd exit) onto A645. 

Brewers Arms on the right after 190yds. 

 

Snaith to Howden: Head out of Snaith along the A1041 towards Goole. Go left at the roundabout 

(1st exit) onto the A614. Follow the A614 until it merges with the M62 towards Hull. Leave the 

Motorway at Junction 37 back towards Howden. Follow Buttfield Road toward Pinfold Street. 
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
